ATTENDANCE POLICY FOR TESTING

Purpose:  
To define attendance requirements for a member to be eligible to test.  

Definition: 


Requirements:

1. Attendance at both riding and stable management lessons is recorded throughout the Regional Pony Club year from September 1st through August 31st.

2. Members may participate in Branch/Regional organized lessons or they may log according to Branch/Regional policy as follows:.

C1 and under stable management and riding lessons may be logged at the discretion of the branch executive as per  the BCLM lesson Logging Policy.

C2 Level and above stable management and riding lessons may be logged as per the BCLM lesson Logging Policy.

3. Minimum requirement is 60% attendance at 10 Branch/Regional lessons. These lessons would use the format set out in the education handbook as a guideline and cover the requirements for testing the level as stated in the current Testing Procedures.

4. Members testing B Level and above taking just those lessons needed to complete a testing phase may be considered as meeting these requirements.

5. A member who is temporarily unable to ride can attend lessons unmounted and be marked as present.

6. A copy of all lessons logged to date must be submitted to the Branch Executive by January 31st to confirm participation and lesson plan.  All original documents are to be retained by the active member. See Lesson Logging Policy

Meeting the minimum attendance requirements does not ensure the candidate will be prepared to test!
Attendance at a sanctioned Pony Club activity may count towards the 60% requirement if it conflicts with regular scheduled branch lessons. Proof of attendance must be submitted on a logged lesson form.
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
