All chaperones and coaches are asked to frequently remind their
team members to be sure to drink plenty of water during their stay in order to avoid
problems with the heat. Typically, in the US, there are sixteen games played at a
competition. However, it shall be up to the organizers to determine whether fewer games
will be played due to the heat conditions. This will only be done to protect the safety of
both ponies and riders.
